To Consider and Recommend an Approach Paper for Assignment of
Disciplines within SOGDS

The School Board discussed the matter in detail.

The need was expressed to highlight concerns related to masculinities and
queer feminisms within Women's and Gender Studies. Within Gender and
Development Studies, critical engagement with the corporate sector,
(including strengthening content on public—private partnerships, corporate
social responsibility) should be reflected in addition to emerging trends
related to masculinities. Law and human rights components need to be
emphasized in both disciplines.

It was suggested that a hyperlink may be provided to the concept notes for
Women's and Gender Studies and Gender and Development Studies

disciplines on the SOGDS webpage in the IGNOU website after requisite
approvals.

The School Board recommended the two disciplines proposed within the
School :(i) Women'’s and Gender Studies; and (i) Gender and Development
Studies for the consideration of the competent authority.
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
